· Marion H. E. Kavanaugh-Lynch, M.D., M.P.H., Director of the UC Breast Cancer Check-off Program
BIO: Dr, Kavanaugh-Lynch has served as Director of the California Breast Cancer Research Program since 1995. In that role, she guides California’s research investment designed to bring an end to breast cancer. She has managed the awarding and monitoring of more than $260 million in research funds.  Her accomplishments include championing the role of advocates in the research enterprise, developing a successful model for funding community-based participatory research, developing rigorous evaluations of the Program and developing research strategies to explore the role of environmental contaminants in breast cancer, disparities in breast cancer, and prevention of the disease.  

Dr. Kavanaugh-Lynch earned her B.A. at Bryn Mawr College, an M.D. and M.S. in pharmacology at New York University and an M.P.H. in epidemiology at University of Washington.
